Rules:

1 — All entries must have a decorated vehicle and / or costumed driver & marching units. Bands and color guards are exempt.

2 — Do not use vehicle headlights. Use only parking / running lights and interior lights.

3 — Candy throwing is not permitted for the safety of spectators. Candy must be handed out at the curb.—It candy is thrown

then you may not be allowed in next year's parade.

4 — Allow two car lengths between vehicles.

5 — Car club entries are limited to five (5) cars per entry. Clubs may have more than one entry.

6 — No flyers, handbills, stickers, or political brochures may be distributed.

7 — Political entries are welcome. There is a $50 pre-paid fee per candidate / entry.

8 — Business / Commercial entries are welcome. There is a $50 pre-paid fee for the first vehicle, and a $5 fee for each
additional vehicle. (A float pulled by a truck is considered one vehicle.)

9 — Entry forms must be received by October 23, 2009 to guarantee entry in parade.

10 — The parade line-up will be posted online at www.chillicothejaycees.org by Wednesday, October 28. The parade will also be
printed in the Chillicothe Gazette on Friday, October 30. You will be able to determine your position in the parade, and
where you will line up. Line up begins at 5:30pm day of the parade.

11 — No individual bicycles or mopeds allowed. Only antique bicycles and bicycle clubs are permitted.

12 — No motorcycles except “full dress” style or fully-decorated are allowed.

13 — Horse units are invited. All horses will be located at the end of the parade. Entries must provide manure scooper service.

ANY ENTRY ACTING IN AN UNSAFE OR ILLEGAL MANNER WILL BE DISCHARGED FROM THE PARADE AND ARE
SUBJECT TO PROSECUTION.

Float Judging:
Judging will take place in the Chillicothe City Pool parking lot in Yoctangee Park at 4pm.
1 — Community Service — youth 3 — Religious 5 - Festival
2 — Community Service — adult 4 — Commercial (see rule 8 above) 6 — Sports Team — youth

Costume Contest:

Judging will take place in front of the Chillicothe City Pool Building in Yoctangee Park at 5:00pm. Entry forms for costume
contest is not necessary —tjust be present for judging. Children under 12 must be accompanied by an adult. One Grand Prize
of $50 will be awarded. 1%, 2™ & 3™ place ribbons will be awarded in age divisions: 12 and under, 13-18, adult and group.

Non-Judging categories: Political entries, autos, marching units and bands will not be judged.
